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Chickamauga After Action Report

September 19-21, 2008 — What an honor and a privilege it was to be present and participate in the
reenactment of the 145™ anniversary of the Battle of Chickamauga. Those of you who were fortunate
enough to attend know exactly what I mean. The weather was beautiful and the 19" was well represented.

The event was advertised as a national event and it did very well in living up to its billing. Those
who were fortunate enough to do so arrived early Friday and were able to take in some of the scenery and
participate in the school days part of the event. The magnitude of the event becomes apparent when you
consider that Vice President Dick Cheney took time to stop by on Friday to speak in celebration of the fes-
tivities and in honor of all those men who so gallantly fought there. His visit was covered on many news
stations and in many of the area newspapers.

The facilities were very well thought out. There was plenty of parking, more than enough water
available, and enough portable toilets for everyone. I might mention regrettably that there was no soap or
hand-sanitizer, but then again, I don’t think my great-great-great grandfathers who were there probably
found any either. During the battle times, water wagons were all over the place insuring that the troop’s
canteens never ran dry.

Saturday morning saw the arrival of the remainder of our participating troops. Our officers com-
mented frequently that they could not recall the last time we were blessed to have so many troops at one
engagement. Once we assembled on the parade field, we were rewarded with what we had been hoping to
see. From end to end, the parade field was almost not wide enough to accommodate the number of confed-
erate troops assembled in two ranks. You could get a sense of historic pride and camaraderie as units would
pass by and other units would salute, yell, and wave urging them on. One of the best aspects of this event
is that the adrenalin and excitement made two hours of drill time seem like nothing. It felt like the shortest
we have ever done it.

Before we knew it, the battle was on. It’s hard to take in the scenery full-measure when you are
marching to cadence, keeping your distance, and listening for commands. However you couldn’t help but
notice the grandeur of what was going on. Cavalry were flying around with a sense of urgency, cannons
were being shuttled back and forth, and wagons were going full speed. There are some things that history
books just can’t tell you. You couldn’t help but think that this was probably as real as any of us could ever
expect to get.

After being brought on line to the battle, we eventually helped to push the Yanks back across
Chickamauga creek. The fact that their attempt to burn the bridge was foiled was a welcomed sight. This
was going to be the first event all year where maybe we would get through the event dry! As we pushed
them further back, it became apparent quickly that the creek turned and required us to cross in another
place, minus the bridge. I guess we really don’t want to kill the streak and lose our “Amphibious Division”
title anyway. Having completed this assignment and feeling the exhilarating coolness of the water, we fo-
cused our attention on the enemy. As the battle advanced, we were forced to reposition and cross the creek
yet again. On the bright side, most of all of our uniforms now have character and look like we’ve actually
been in a battle somewhere! All of that was quickly forgotten when we heard the raucous crowd answer
our final “rebel yell” with cheers as their heroes claimed the victory and successfully defended Chicka-
mauga that day.

That night we were fortunate to participate in a rare opportunity. We were engaged in a night battle
beginning at dusk. Of course at night neither army could see what the other was doing at that distance, but
it was a friendly reminder that they were still there. I cannot imagine how either army would have slept any
at all (and of course they didn’t) when such activity persisted all night. As the firing began, the cool air
caused the smoke to settle near the ground, creating an eerie fog effect. Pyrotechnic explosions were going
off overhead and you could see the continual flash fire of the guns. The event was worth attending for this
reason alone as it is not customary to engage so late.

Those hardened, brave souls that could do so stayed and fought Sunday. There were a few inci-
dences at the event where men over-exerted themselves and just couldn’t go. Three battles in one weekend
are more than we are usually engaged in. Though the pride of most re-enactors runs deep, our forefathers
were made of harder stuff than we.

Aside from the celebrations and excitement of the event itself, the most rewarding part of the event
is trying to make a spiritual connection with what it was like for those men who were actually there 145
years ago. We complain because we get a little wet or muddy or because we don’t feel like walking a few
feet to the water spigot. We complain because the ground is hard and something was sticking in our back
last night or because it was a little too cool for our liking. Our forefathers were willing to do it for not just a
couple of days, but for months and years. As I ate my biscuit and took some jerky out of my haversack, it
occurred to me that there were many who perhaps would have been envious to have had that. The mortal
danger they faced was very real. There was no packing up and going home Saturday or Sunday. This battle
was the last celebration and the last golden moment that this great Confederate army would ever know. It is
a deep, haunting, bittersweet reflection. Regardless of whom they were or even where they were from, they
were all fighting for what they believed in and they should all be honored and remembered for it. That’s
what we do our best to do every time we go out regardless of the colors we wear.

The ranks of the 19™ continue to seem to grow lately. It was apparent at this event that we are get-
ting a reputation in the hobby and are well respected. I think it speaks very highly of our commanders and
the effort they put into it. As privates, we get the fun part. Just show up and shoot. Every time we go out,
let’s put forth the effort that pays proper tribute to the sacrifices of the men who really did this and let’s
thank our officers for getting us all on the same page and into the line of battle.
